Requirements:

1- For students currently enrolled in the OHS Honors English-1 / World History Cohort
a) No need to submit any part of the AP application 

b) Minimum Semester average of 84 in Honors English-1 and Honors World History. (Please note: 2nd MP report cards are distributed after the AP application deadline.  It is recommended that students earning a semester average below 84 move to the college prep level.) 

c) Summer assignments all students

2- For Students not enrolled in OHS Honors English-1 / World History Cohort 

a) English Teacher Recommendation 
b) Writing Sample, complete both assignments below.  Staple all pages of writing samples together and be sure to include your name and the title Honors/AP Cohort on the top sheet.  Return to Mr. Cocuzza in the Guidance Department.

c) Summer Assignment- all candidates

Writing assignments:
1) Many times books have an almost profound effect on our lives.  Perhaps the book presents us with a picture of life as we wish it were, or it presents an unforgettable character or situation.  Perhaps it reminds us of our own lives.  In a well-written essay, discuss a book that has affected you in some way, or which you have found memorable.  Avoid summarizing the plot and focus on the effect the book has had.

2) Peruse the media for world events and issues.  Provide a synopsis of a problem/issue confronting a particular country today.  In a two-page essay, explain how this problem/issue affects the global community.  In addition, provide insight into what steps could be taken to improve or solve the situation.  If you use outside readings, please provide a work-cited page.

b) Writing Sample, complete both below & staple all pages of writing sample together and be sure to include your name and the title Honors/AP Cohort on the top sheet.  Return to Mr. Cocuzza in the Guidance Department.

c) Summer Assignment- all candidates
Writing assignments:

1) Some novels and plays seem to advocate changes in social or political attitudes or in traditions.  Choose a story, play, or novel and note briefly the particular attitudes or traditions that the author apparently wishes to modify.  Then analyze the techniques the author uses to influence the reader's views.  Avoid plot summary.

2) From a novel or play of literary merit, select an important character who is a villain.  In a well -organized essay, analyze the nature of the character's villainy and show how it enhances meaning in the work.  Do not merely summarize the plot. 

3) Instead of responding to one of the two prompts given in #1 and #2, submit any writing assignment completed in your current English class that was revised.  Include a copy of the original and the final revised copy and clearly label both essays.
