During the last school year, members of the administrative teams at both Oakcrest and Absegami High Schools were afforded the opportunity to participate in a one day workshop on the Three Minute Classroom Walk-Through.  At the recommendation of NJPSA, we hired Kathryn M. Kee, National Staff Development Council Consultant to facilitate the workshop on site.

We found the presentation to be excellent and the presenter to be both charming, knowledgeable and credible in her understanding of the practice.  The Three-Minute Classroom Walk-Through technique was created by Carolyn Downey and proposes to change school supervisory practice one teacher at a time.  In her book published by Corwin Press, Carolyn Downey proposes that the model offers a practical, time-saving supervision alternative that impacts student achievement by cultivating self-reliant teachers who are continually improving their practice.

We are once again offering the workshop for any supervisor or vice principal in our district who has not yet been trained in this supervisory practice in an effort to build relationships with our teachers and support “best practice” instructional strategies in classrooms.  

In speaking with our colleagues working locally, we discovered that there was great interest in this professional development opportunity for school administrators.    We would like to extend an opportunity for curriculum supervisors, vice-principals and principals to attend one or both workshops.

On November 26th, Kathryn Kee will present the Introductory Workshop on the Three Minute Walk-Through at Absegami High School from 9am-2:30pm.  On November 27th, Kathryn Kee will present a follow up session at Oakcrest High School from 9am-2:30pm where the focus will be on the language and format of reflective conversations that administrators may have with teachers following a Classroom Walk-Through.  Attached please find a brochure describing both workshops which include continental breakfast and lunch.   The fee for one day is $100 or $150 for the two days.   You may choose to attend for one or for both days based on your personal school district needs and as your schedule allows.  
We are enthusiastic about the content of the workshop; the ability to collaborate with fellow administrators working in different settings is an added opportunity for articulation, networking and collegial study.
