	Content

	Skills
	1. Students will watch streaming video of an Olympics medal ceremony. 

2. Students will discuss key features of ceremony (anthem, flags, podiums, etc.) and the importance of these things as symbols. 

3. As a class, we will brainstorm the ideas associated with national symbols

4. Class will read “In Defense of Fort McHenry” poem that was later changed to the “Star Spangled Banner.” 

5. Using a variety of articles, students will read aloud and discuss the historical significance of the US anthem & flag.  

6. As a class, review specs for Olympic ceremony projects.  
	1. Students will work in groups of threes. Choosing a country from a list of all-time Olympic medallists.    

2. Using a variety of previously compiled internet resources, including almanacs and translation sites, students will research lyrics, historical significance and English translations of their country’s national anthem and flag.  

3. Students will write and properly document a paragraph, outlining the importance of the national anthem.  
	1. Student groups will present their findings, each presentation culminating with students presenting their best translation of the anthem into English. The class will listen to an orchestration of each anthem as well.
